	Single /Multi-Day Lesson:

Single Day

	I. DESCRIPITION OF CONTENT & CONTENT TYPE (Face, Procedure, Concept, or Principle):

Students would be able to cite the rhyming words when given an initial word.
II. LEARNING OUTCOME (Objectives): 

At the end of the lesson, students will recognize rhyming words.
III. CURRICULUM CONNECTION (How This Lesson Fits Into Unit Plan):

This lesson fits into the unit because it is apart of the Open Court lessons.  It is linked with other lessons before and after because throughout this unit of Open Court, the students were repeated introduced to rhyming words. 

	IV. INSTRUCTION

A. ENGAGEMENT (Motivational Activity):

The students will have the opportunity to reunite with their friend Leo the Lion.  Leo the Lion will help the students with rhyming words.  Leo the Lion will say a word and the students will say the rhyming word.
B. INSTURCTIONAL SEQUENCE (Teaching Methodology with Student Activities):

Step #1 

After practicing with Leo the Lion, the students will play a rhyming game for points.  Every student will have the opportunity to play the game because names are randomly chosen using popsicle sticks.  Points are given if they could correctly state rhyming word.  

Step #2
The teacher begins by giving the students the initial word.  The students repeat the word.  
Then state the rhyme word that correctly correlates to the initial word.

Step #3
After giving every child the opportunity to participate, the teacher will then move on to the next lesson.  The students will review the letter card S.  They will say the letter and the sound that goes with it.  
Step #4

The teacher will give students individual s cards.  The students will be instructed to listen to various words and holding up the s card if they hear the s sound in the beginning of the words.  The teacher continues until all the words are used.

      APPLICATION ACTIVITY (Practice and/or Reflection):
      The students will have the opportunity to further practice with rhyming words with a partner.  
      One student says an initial word, and the partner states the rhyming word.
